The U.S. Committee for PECC will organize the Pacific Economic Cooperation Council’s (PECC) 30t
General Meeting alongside APEC's third senior officials meeting and APEC Digital Month in Seattle,
Washington, on August 15, 2023. As an official observer to the APEC process, PECC provides a third-
party perspective to the region’s biggest challenges. The annual General Meeting is PECC’s primary
forum for developing strategic perspectives and advice for APEC.

Sessions will begin in the morning,
followed by a PECC lunch with APEC Senior Officials in the early afternoon, a US-PECC and China PECC
joint program on green growth cities in the late afternoon, and an evening reception.
